India has been sub-
jected to repeated foreign
invasion. It started with
Alexander, followed by
the Mangols, the horde
of Muslim invaders (in-
cluding Moghuls) and
finally the British. There
have been numerous re-
searches on conquests and
its consequences. Some of
the notable ones are Dale
Miquelon (1977), Society
and Conquest and David
Day (2008), How Societies
Overwhelm Others. These
conquests provided great
wealth, power and prestige
for the conquerors. Con-
quest was a key compo-
nent of colonialism of var-
ious European powers and
thereby gaining access to
their resources and popu-
lation. After a conquest a
minority imposes itself on
a majority. These changes
were often imposed on
the conquered people by
force, particularly dur-
ing religiously motivated
conquests. India has been
subjected to cultural in-
vasion ever since the
invaders took posses-
sion of this land mass.

The main purpose of
their invasion was to
loot the wealth, subju-
gate the poor and con-
vert the natives to the
Christianity and Islam.
The process continues
unabated surreptitiously
even now in India, tar-
geting poorer sections of
the society in particular.

Indonesia, Malaysia and
Pakistan; Buddhist states
of Bhutan, Cambodia and
Sri Lanka, Hindu island
of Bali and Christianity

practicing Australia-New
Zealand, European coun-
tries, Canada and the Ca-
ribbean islands. These
sojourns have brought the
author in close contact
with the people of diverse
faiths and sects. At home,
author has been a student
of a Christian School and a
Muslim College and finally
at a non-denominational
university. During his
travels across Continents
and countries, he had the
opportunity to meet and
interact with people of dif-
ferent faiths many intel-
lectuals and some spiritual
leaders. With such wide
exposure, objectivity be-
comes the nucleus in judg-
ing religion-related issues.

Stories of attempts and
efforts to convert Hindus
to Christianity or Islam
have been abounding over
years. The crusade against
Hinduism is going on at
many levels and numer-
ous places. It has come to
light in recent years that
during the Christian con-
gregations the teachings
of Jesus and basic tenets
enshrined in holy Book
Bible are twisted, turned
and tuned against non-
believers, particularly the
majority religion. The vul-
nerable poverty-stricken
are fed on the fodder that
non-Christians will suf-
fer and end up in hell

The records reveal that
there are nearly a lakh
Christian missionaries
actively working in India.
Their modus operandi is
very novel. The Catholic
priests dress like the Hin-
du sadhus and call their
abodes as ashrams. To
make the final inroad into
Hindu families, Churches
are made to appear as
Hindu religious places
and the Indian dance form
Bharanatyam is taught in
Christian schools. Under
the garb of Vedic symbols
Christian cryptogram
are put in place in Chris-
tian places of worship.

The missionaries are
trying to superimpose
Christian culture, ritu-

als and symbols on poor
locals. The last nail in
the coffin of the Hindu-
ism is Church priests

Hindu idols on Church for conversion

donning saffron dresses
and Churches given the
look of a Hindu temple.

Such a trend has been
observed in the tribal belt
of Assam, Chhattisgarh,
Gujarat, Jharkhand, Mad-
hya Pradesh and North-
eastern Indian states. It is
among the poorest regions
of the country. Over 90 per
cent of the belt’s tribal pop-
ulation is rural with primi-
tive agriculture being their
main source of income.
The Christian missionar-
ies have offered modern
clothing such as trousers
to converts the tribals. The
extended “gifts” include
motorcycles to convert
their brothers, their wives
and families. The last straw
to break the camels’ back is
to give loans on interest to
the tribals. The poor tribals
with meagre means of live-
lihood on non-payment of
interest are forced to get
converted to Christianity
with stipulation interest
and loan will be waived off.

This is what goes on
in the democracy of In-
dia, and under the toler-
ance of the Hindus while
if one such incidence
would ever occur in a
Muslim country, the re-
sult would be an immedi-
ate expulsion of the mis-
sionary from that nation.

Another ploy adopted
by the missionaries is to
give fake medicines to the
ailing tribals while offer-
ing prayers to his local
deity. Consequently cure
becomes a Mungheri Lal’s
Sunahare Sapne. Next the
missionary  administers
real medicine to the tribal
and offer prayers to Jesus.
The recovery is attributed
to the miraculous pow-
ers of Jesus and the role
of medicine becoming in-
consequential. Sadly, un-
der the garb of social ser-
vice conversion is taking
place day in and day out.

Another event taking
place is free mass healings
at meetings similar to re-
vivals. The missionaries
pay the people to attend the
healings pretending as sick
and invalids when they are
miraculously cured of their
ailments attributed to the
power of Christ. It paves

way for the conversion
of tribals to Christianity.

Another mode of con-
versions is with the prom-
ise to the Dalits that the
obnoxious lower caste la-
bel will go into oblivion.
The reality dawns on then
neo converts when they
find a caste. However, af-
ter conversion many find
out that this is not true.
Even amongst the Chris-
tians there is a caste psy-
chology mentality. Even
among the Christians
marriages are performed
among equal caste Chris-
tians and the dead are bur-
ied in separate cemeteries.

Once converts get to
know of the reality, they
contemplate returning to
their original faith. When
the Vishwa Hindu Pari-
shad (VHP) took up their
cause, the churches threat-
ened violence against the
process of reconversion.

The negative part of
love jihad is to insist on
the would be partner to
adopt Islam. It is negation
of tenets of love. The fond-
ness goes up much above
religion. The endearment
is for a person who is ac-
cepted without any reser-
vation. In French you don't
say, “I miss you” You say
“Tu me manques,” Which
means. “You are miss-
ing from me” I love that.

Looking objectively,
we realise that Hinduism
is tolerant towards other
religions.  Unfortunately
the other religions do not
view Hinduism the same
way. The efforts are di-
rected towards destroy-
ing Hinduism and its rich
culture. It has come to
light that Assam, Mani-
pur and Nagaland have
witnessed a 200 per cent
rise in Christian popula-
tion in the past 25 years
due to the wily tactics of
foreign missionaries. It is
time for the officials to take
cognizance of the prob-
lem and initiate appropri-
ate action in the matter.
