After the early dismissal
of Grace Harris (9),
Mandhana found an ideal
partner in Georgia Voll,
who played a measured
yet authoritative innings
of 79 off 54 deliveries.

The Mandhana-Georgia
partnership, worth 165
runs, became the defining
passage of the final,
dismantling Delhi bowling
attack and swinging the
momentum firmly in
Bengaluru’s favour. Even
after Mandhana fell in
the 19th over, the chase
remained alive, though the
tension inside the stadium
was palpable.

A decisive moment
came when Radha Yadav
was offered a crucial
lifeline, one that later
loomed large in the
context of the result.
